Big Brothers of Sarnia-Lambton has been serving Sarnia-Lambton for over 40 years.  The role of the Big Brother is to befriend a boy who doesn’t have a regular male influence in their lives.  Big Brothers are not counselors but rather act as a `buddy’ and sharing in `guy stuff’ while providing a positive male influence.


The boys ( Little Brothers) are between the ages of 5-14 years of age at the time of matching and although we only ask volunteers for a year commitment several have been paired up through the agency to the boy’s 18th birthday since they have found the relationship to be rewarding.  The children served by a Big Brother have the opportunity for increased self-esteem, learning new skills and positive role modeling.  Children who have had the benefit of an adult mentor fare better than other children from similar situations.


Having a Big Brother not only provides boys with the male influence they wouldn’t have otherwise but the relationship provides a lasting impact in the child’s future and it’s also a `FUN’ experience for child and adult alike.
